Management follow-up is more effective than aggressive medical management alone. Patients

will be randomized to either the stenting procedure or medical management alone. The patients

will then be followed with medical management for up to three years. Medical management will

include controlling blood pressure, cholesterol, and diabetes, as well as encouraging smoking

cessation, weight loss, and exercise. Medications will be provided to each patient to assist in

their medical management.
